Hospitality.



Hospitality is often called "the Benedictine charism." Monasteries are typically known
for their hospitality. But hospitality is also a basic Christian charism. Often, we think
of hospitality as serving doughnuts or the industry of hospitality. But for the Christian
disciple, hospitality is founded in the very first days of creation. As we read the first
chapter of Genesis, we see darkness welcoming the light, the sea welcoming the
land, the land welcoming the plants, the plants welcoming the animals, and the
animals stepping aside enough for the human beings to find a place. Hospitality is
the welcoming spirit that is hard-wired into all of us because of creation. Disciples of
Jesus learn, as adults, to transcend the mindset of stranger-danger and to embrace
openness, especially for the least of our brothers and sisters. How are our parishes
at welcoming others? Do we all see ourselves as ministers of hospitality, not only at
Mass, but all week long?

How are bishops selected?

In the Catholic Church, the process of assigning a new bishop is formal, hierarchical, and

typically takes several months. Here’s how it generally works:
1. Vacancy or Need Identified

A new bishop is needed when:

A bishop retires (usually at age 75, as required by canon law),
A bishop dies,

A new diocese is created,

A diocese is split or reorganized,

A current bishop is transferred to another post.

2. Apostolic Nuncio’s Role
The Apostolic Nuncio (the Pope’s ambassador in a given country) plays a central role. He:



¢ Consults with local bishops, clergy, and sometimes laity for recommendations,

¢ QGathers information about potential candidates (priests or existing bishops),

* Assesses the needs and unique characteristics of the diocese.
3. Terna (List of Three Candidates)
The nuncio submits a "terna'—a confidential list of three recommended candidates—along
with his own detailed reports and evaluations to the Congregation for Bishops in Rome (or
the Dicastery for Bishops, as it's now known).

4. Review by the Dicastery for Bishops
The dicastery:

e Reviews the terna,
* May request additional information or suggest alternate candidates,
¢ Votes on the recommendation,
¢ For non-Latin Rite bishops, a different dicastery may be involved (e.g., Eastern
Churches).
5. Pope Makes the Final Decision
The Pope personally reviews the recommendation and makes the final appointment. He may
choose someone from the terna, ask for a new list, or select someone else entirely.
6. Announcement and Ordination
Once the Pope has made his decision:

¢ The candidate is contacted (and can decline, though it’s rare),

* A public announcement is made (usually simultaneously by the Vatican and the local
diocese),

¢ [f the new bishop is not already ordained as a bishop, a consecration (episcopal
ordination) is scheduled.
